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WHITE RIVER 3-DAY TRIP
Bonanza Put-In

Date: May 29-31, 2009  Trip: Fort Collins Audub on

White River Profile

You will be paddling the most spectacular section of the White River. A twisting 33-mile segment
through White River Canyon includes several small rapids
up to Class I in difficulty. There is no sign of civilization
along this river section except for the last few miles. The
White River has been referred to as the best canoeing water
in Utah. Born in the Flattops Wilderness Area east of
Meeker, CO, the river flows west into Utah, 40 miles south of
Vernal, and empties into the Green River near Ouray, UT.
The lush river bottom provides food, water and shelter for
beaver, wild horses, deer, golden eagles and Canadian
Geese. Fossils and petrified wood can be found in places
along the river. There are many arches, windows and odd
shaped pinnacles in the cliffs of the canyon. Along the river you will be able to stop and hike to
“Goblin City” where interesting rock formations exist and the views are spectacular. There is also
another hike in the area called “Fantasy Canyon” or “Devils Playground” which you can choose
to do before or after your canoe trip.

Where and When to Meet

Your trip will officially begin at 6:30 a.m. with breakfast under the Bonanza Bridge, 1 1/2 miles
south of Bonanza, UT. The only facility here is a porta potty (see attached map). Bonanza is a
small company town with no stores and there are no facilities of any kind. The entire trip is
through a very remote area; the nearest accommodations and restaurants are 30 miles away in
Rangely, CO (see map). You may choose to stay in Rangely the night before your trip begins
and drive to the meeting place in the morning, which is a 45-minute drive (see accommodations
listed below).

After breakfast, we will run a car shuttle. The car shuttle consists of the drivers of all vehicles

driving their cars to the take-out at the edge of the Uintah Ute Indian Reservation. The drivers
will then return to Bonanza Bridge in as few cars as possible. This allows most of the cars to be
parked at the take-out point on the last day of the trip. While the shuttle is being run, everyone
else will be packing gear and preparing to paddle when the drivers return. The car shuttle
generally takes 1 1/2 hours. Please arrive with at least 1/2 tank of gas.

Once we are on the river, lunch is usually the first stop. We will make camp around 2-4 p.m.,
allowing time to set up tents and explore. Hors d’oeuvres will be served around 5 p.m. and dinner
will be served about 6:30-7:30 p.m. On the second day, there’s a possibility that we will do a
layover day, staying camped two nights in the same place, allowing time for hiking the wilderness
canyons and relaxing. This decision depends on the speed of the trip, weather and campsite
availability. You should be off the river around 2-4 p.m. on the last day and homeward bound an
hour later.

A Fort Collins Audubon Society facilitator will help answer questions and point out interesting
things along the journey.

LOST and NOT FOUND

There is nothing worse than arriving home after your adventure and discovering that you've
misplaced your belongings.

We urge you to put name, phone and address on all personal items and take an
inventory of your gear before heading home after your trip. Once personal gear is lost, it is very
difficult to retrieve!

All meals
are provided, beginning with breakfast the first day through lunch
on the last day. We encourage you to bring any food required to accommodate your special
dietary needs and our guides will be happy to help you prepare it. Special group menus are
available upon request with advance notice.

YOUR GUIDES

Your Centennial guides are experienced, competent people who have
spent many years leading groups and acquiring their wilderness skills;
they share a genuine love for the outdoors. Your guides hold current §
First Aid and CPR cards. Many also hold Wilderness First Responder, @
Swift Water Rescue, and American Canoe Association certification. A |
tip is encouraged to show appreciation for the guide staff . A
suggested amount is 15-20% of your trip cost given to the Head St
Guide for distribution. Do NOT make personal tip ¢ hecks out to Centennlal Canoe
Outfitters; please make checks payable to your Head Guide. Thank you.

PADDLE & SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

No previous canoeing experience is necessary. Basic paddle strokes and safety procedures will
be taught the first morning at the river put-in and thereafter as needed. Insurance regulations
require that lifejackets be worn at all times while on the water and your guides will make sure this
rule is strictly followed. All participants will be required to sign a liability waiver.

We strongly recommend purchasing trip insurance through Travelex at 1-800-228-
9792 (www.travelexinsurance.com), if you do not wish to lose money due to
unforeseen circumstances. Travelex will ask you for location #06-0079.

A deposit of $100 per person must accompany your reservation request. Full payment is due four
weeks prior to departure. If full payment is not received four weeks prior to departure, Centennial
Canoe Outfitters, Inc. (CCO) reserves the right to consider the reservation canceled and
available for rebooking. A $30 fee will be charged for all NSF checks.

If you cancel your trip, you must notify us in writing. Any refunds owed will be based on the day
our office receives your notice. We will calculate each person’s refund based on the following:

28 days or more Full refund less $30/person processing fee
15 to 27 days Trip credit through following season less a
$30/person processing fee
0 to 14 days No refund or credit

Exceptions to this policy cannot be made for any re ason, including personal emergencies
or the weather. There is no refund for leaving a trip early, arriving late, or choosing not to do all
the offered activities.

Due to acts of nature, safety concerns, political unrest, or other conditions, CCO reserves the
right to change tour itineraries OR to cancel any tour without notice. If CCO cancels a tour, a trip
credit will be issued for all moneys paid, valid through the following season.
