Teacher and Youth Scholarships Offered Again for 2008

The FCAS Scholarship Program will again be awarding scholarships to help classroom teachers and youth
attend wildlife and nature-related courses offered by science and environmental education providers.

The scholarships are especially directed toward teachers or youth who could use some financial assistance,
and might not otherwise be able to participate in such an experience.

Youth Scholarships are for those ages 8 to 18 to attend a summer camp, workshop, or class that focuses
on environmental study. Applicants must live in Larimer County or the surrounding area. The scholarship
can cover tuition, transportation and necessary equipment or supplies. Selection is based on level of inter-
est and type of experience sought.

Classroom Teacher Scholarships are for teachers in public or private schools in Larimer County or the
surrounding area. As with youth scholarships, funding assistance can cover tuition, transportation and equip-
ment or supplies. Selection of applicants is based on merit, level of interest, and anticipated value of the ex-
perience.

Awards are given for up to $250. Applications for a portion of the total cost of a class are encouraged.

Applications are due April 18, 2008. Recipients will be selected by a committee of Audubon Board Mem-
bers.

Canoe the Lower Gunnison River June 6-8, 2008

This leisurely 31-mile trip through the Escalante and
Dominguez Canyons (downstream from Delta, Colo-
rado) is a summer delight, leaving time for hiking and
photography. The Gunnison is ideal for beginning
and intermediate canoeists, providing lots of fun with
various Class 1+ rapids along its course. You will
paddle beside high walls of beautiful red sandstone
and shale, deposited during the age of the dinosaurs.
Interesting side trips into deep box canyons will leave
you awed by the immensity of geologic time and the
silence of the wilderness. Massive cottonwood trees
stand on the river bends supporting huge nests of
blue herons, hawks and eagles. Hiking will include
the spectacular Dominguez Canyon Wilderness
Study Area complete with a 40-foot waterfall, se-
cluded swimming holes and numerous ancient Indian
petroglyphs.

Centennial Canoe Outfitters
(www.centennialcanoe.com) will provide all safety
equipment, canoes and great food. Experienced
guide Randy Hertzman will lead the trip again this
year. Cost of the trip is $300 ($260 for children ages
6-12), of which $50 is donated back to FCAS. You
will need to bring a sleeping bag, tent and basic per-

sonal supplies. The trip is limited to 22 participants,
so sign up early to reserve your place.

UPCOMING DISCUSSION ON GLADE RESER-
VOIR AND NISP

In early February our president, Joel Hurmence, was
contacted by Norman Fitzpatrick, Adult Programming
Librarian with the Fort Collins Regional Library Dis-
trict, about providing a representative to participate in
a panel discussion on the Glade Reservoir/Northern
Integrated Supply Project(NISP)/Save the
Poudre. This effort would be similar to the standing-
room only panel discussion last January on Pow-
ertech’s proposed in-situ uranium mining project
which had 14 panelists participating. The discussion
on Glade Reservoir and NISP is not intended to be a
debate but an opportunity to gather and provide to
the public as much information as possible.

Currently about 50% of the Poudre’s flows are di-
verted annually, primarily for agricultural use. If NISP
is ever funded, using assessments of up to $40,000
per household (or more?) in the communities and
water supply districts that buy into the overall project,
Glade Reservoir would be constructed north of Ted’s
Place. The reservoir would have a capacity that ex-
ceeds that of Horsetooth Reservoir and would require
the relocation of Hwy 287 to the east of the hogback
that parallels and is east of Hwy 287 at present.

It is estimated that there would be sufficient flows in
the Poudre in only about 2 out of every 5 years to
allow the pumping of water from the river into Glade
Reservoir. Unfortunately, during those “wet” years,
an additional 40% of the river's remaining flows
would be diverted. If you have been following the
math here, that means that the Poudre’s flows could
be reduced by a total of about 70%. That’s in the
“‘wet” years only. Currently, in “dry” years, the river is
often reduced to a trickle of just a few cubic feet per
second. In both scenarios the river will have lost its

ability to periodically flush sediment and vegetation
buildup out of the river channel, with a resultant
negative impact on the local fishery and ecological
health of the river, as well as large negative impact
on the scenic beauty of the river corridor. This, in
turn, can have a negative impact of the local econ-
omy. All for the sake of providing water to communi-
ties that lie outside of the Poudre River's drainage
basin.

Representing the viewpoints of the Fort Collins Audu-
bon Society will be Phil Cafaro who has been our
delegate to the Sustainable Water Interest Group
(SWIG). Phil was also the co-author of the nomina-
tion of the Poudre River Urban Corridor as an Impor-
tant Bird Area (IBA). Any additional “drying up” of the
river is certain to have a negative impact on the
health of the riparian corridor that provides shelter
and nesting habitat to bald eagles, osprey, and a
host of song bird species.

The Library panel discussion will be conducted on
Monday, April 7th, from 6:00 to 9:00 pm. As was
done with January’s discussion of the in-situ uranium
mining issue, it is anticipated that this discussion will
also be videotaped by the city and put on the City of
Fort Collins web page. DVD copies will probably also
be added to the library for checkout.

| don’t know about you but, every time | turn around
and read something else on the Internet, | become
more and more disillusioned about the future of the
planet and the well-being of its inhabitants. Virtually
all the environmental ills of the planet can be shown
to be a direct outcome of one factor — an ever-
increasing human population. Two decades ago
there were several organizations that involved them-
selves with the issues of human population but they

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seem to have faded out of our consciousness. Or-
ganizations such as Zero Population Growth (now
called Population Connection) and Negative Popula-
tion Growth are seldom heard from anymore, their
messages having been effectively stifled. U.S. finan-
cial support of family planning programs in develop-
ing countries has been hamstrung, allowing the
populations of developing countries to continue to go
out of sight.

Currently, countries and administrations argue over
how to best combat the specter of rapidly-increasing
global climate change. An often invoked argument is
that our economies will be ruined if we try to limit
emissions of carbon dioxide, so let’s trade out carbon
emissions. The net effect is that carbon emissions
don’t get reduced.

The alternatives to not limiting carbon dioxide emis-
sions are not pleasant to consider. | recall viewing a
video clip released, | believe, by the National Audu-
bon Society’s Population and Habitat Campaign, al-
most twenty years ago. In that clip a Nobel Peace
Prize winner was quoted, at a conference in Sweden,
as saying something to the effect that, if mankind
doesn’t get its population under control, nature will,
and we will not like the methods it uses.

| seriously believe that we are beginning to see the
consequences foretold in that prediction. The oce-
anic fisheries are facing an impending collapse due
to over fishing. The polar ice has thinned greatly,
and polar bears are facing extinction from drowning
and starvation. Ocean levels are already increasing
due to melting of the Greenland and Antarctic ice
caps, with the impending displacement of over 10%
of mankind away from existing shorelines. The
earth’s great moderators of climate, forests, are be-
ing destroyed at a quickening pace. Desertification is
continuing at an increasing pace. And the world’s
potable fresh water supplies are being degraded
while, at the same time, they are drying up because
of warmer temperatures. Yet, our government can’t

see its way to try to minimize the potential ramifica-
tions of climate change because of its short-sighted
vision that focuses on immediate profits, not long-
term outcomes.

So, it may be up to us as individuals to do our own
small part with respect to implementing sustainable
practices. Recycling can be increased. Demand
more environmentally favorable packaging. Think
about where your thermostat is set. Consider what
your next vehicle will be. Demand mass transit. We
will all have to give up portions of our current and un-
sustainable life styles because we have reached the
point where we can’t engineer our way out of our cur-
rent dilemma.

To help you to identify what could be changed in your
personal life style, take the test at
http://sustainability.publicradio.org/
consumerconsequences/.

“The Ecological Footprint is a resource accounting
tool used to address underlying sustainability ques-
tions. It measures the extent to which humanity is
using nature's resources faster than they can regen-
erate. It illustrates who uses how much of which eco-
logical resources, with populations defined either
geographically or socially. And, it shows to what ex-
tent humans dominate the biosphere at the expense
of wild species.

“In order to live, we consume what nature offers.
Every action impacts the planet's ecosystems. This is
of little concern as long as human use of resources
does not exceed what the Earth can renew. But are
we taking more?

“Today, humanity's Ecological Footprint is over 23%
larger than what the planet can regenerate. In other
words, it now takes more than one year and two
months for the Earth to regenerate what we use in a
single year.”
